1. Town Counsel:  6:30pm – Discuss County Road: 
County Road Discussion: Town Counsel Donna MacNicol discussed the options for dealing with County Road.  Ms. MacNicol gave a primer on deciding how to deal with the road that is only maintained seasonally.  She said that Franklin Regional Council of Governments (FRCOG) Bob Dean could assist in the process of Discontinuing of Maintenance since it has been established it is a County Road.  Options broaden for the town if it is owned by the town rather than be a county road.  
Insurance Questions:  On another matter, there was discussion about the formation of the Insurance Advisory Group and the potential conflict of interest with several members.  It was decided that the committee could be a fact finding committee who could provide information to the board.  She provided some additional information and said the research should start with what was adopted by the Town regarding insurance.

Operations and Maintenance 01-5-124-400 -58 to cover the cost 
of replacing benches in the Town Common.
